t the beginning of the school year, a new Community Interaction called ‘Play’ was 
started. The CI works with around 25 ninth-graders from Asde high school, setting 
up performances in which the children act. Other than providing a fun way to intro-
duce the kids to theatre, Play seeks to strengthen their English skills as well as con-

fidence through the performances. The CI was started by Radha Sarkar, a second year stu-
dent who put up the play ‘Aladdin’ with the same group of children during her first year in MU-
WCI. The first play that will be put on is a very simplified version of J. M. Barrie’s Peter Pan. 
The CI goes to the school on Tuesdays and Thursdays and works with specific scenes from 
the play. Peter Pan will hopefully be ready to be performed before winter break. By the end of 
the school year, Play hopes to have completed 2-3 productions with the children. 
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
